Challenges Faced by Disaster Response Teams
Á Loss of electrical power

Á Loss of cellular and landline communications

Á Lack of operating equipment

Á Loss of environmental controls (i.e. air conditioning and heating)

Á Clean drinking water

Á Need for skilled contractors/technicians in the field

Á Loose equipment difficult to assemble in the field

Á Lack of fuel



ÁLogistics Nightmare
Á Several vendors transporting equipment

Á Mismatched cables and plugs 

Á Multiple fuel requirements

Á Special tools required for assembly

ÁTechnicians Required in-the-Field
Á Limited access to qualified personnel

Á Technical assembly/operation

Á Hazards from high voltages and dangerous fuels  (i.e. gasoline)

ÁCritical Time Loss
Á Deployment takes longer with loose equipment

Á Coordination and assembly of complicated systems

Á Confusion with start-up and operation



ÁLess Expensive
Á Pre-engineered, pre-packaged and factory tested

Á All equipment purchased factory direct

Á A 20% cost-savings versus traditional loose equipment

ÁSimple to Deploy
Á Can be towed by a truck or SUV

Á Flexible options for transportation

ÁEasier to Operate
Á Novice operator can use this equipment

Á Does not require electricians, contractors or service technicians to operate

Á Up and running in five minutes
